2. How does Macbeth’s soliloquy about the floating dagger use imagery of light and darkness?
3. What does Lady Macbeth’s need for alcohol to help her with her role in the murder tell us about her character now? 
4. Why would Macduff feel some sort of responsibility for Duncan’s murder?  How is Shakespeare characterizing him?
5. How does Macbeth justify his killing the chamberlains? 
6. Why is killing the chamberlains a mistake by Macbeth? 

7. What does Macduff's decision not to attend the coronation suggest about his attitude to Macbeth? 
8. How does the old man's blessing at the end of the scene apply to what has happened so far in the play? 
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
